 Since the bulletin material for November 29th had to be submitted to the printer on 
Friday, November 20th, the following [past and future] parish events are worthy of mention at this time: 
 

   On Saturday, Nov. 20, local Boy Scout Troop 106 spent the most part of the day taking on the preliminary tasks associated with painting our rectory fence.  Upon completion of this phase, they then put the final coat, and finishing touches, on the fence.   Their parents and supervisors also joined with them in completing this project and, at various times throughout the day, lunch and refreshments kept them energized as they progressed toward their intended goal.  Our sincere thanks, and appreciation, are extended to all the members of Troop 106 for taking this   initiative and for setting an example of stewardship for their peers, as well as the parish community.    This past Thanksgiving Eve/Day also gave us much reason to be a grateful people.  On Wednesday, Nov. 25, our traditional school Thanksgiving Prayer Service took place in our Church at 11 A.M. During this gathering in which our students joined in prayer and song to express thanks for God’s blessings upon us, a combination of food and monetary donations were presented to the Little Sisters of the Poor, who staff Queen of Peace Nursing Home in Queens Village.  An additional presentation was given to Jane Donlon, the current Vice-President of our parish St. Vincent Parish Outreach Society.  Thanks are also due to our Kindergarten students who helped us to enter into the spirit of Thanksgiving while interspersing prayer, and gestures, that were commensurate with   the narration of that First Thanksgiving. Notably, 82 dinners were delivered to the homebound, and to those who would be alone on this Thanksgiving Day.  For the past  two years, we have been blessed with the  donated services of “Time and Talent” from Donna and Kevin Ryan who assumed this “mammoth task” encompassing preliminary preparations such as: coordinating volunteers for the preparation of Thanksgiving Dinners, updating the list of those willing to transport these dinners, and  by carrying out any additional tasks associated with keeping the “spirit of giving” alive—which had been so evident in the life of the late, Bob Liberatore,  and his wife, Gerry.
