WORDS OF ADVICE FROM ST. PAUL (IN HIS LETTER TO THE THESSALONIANS) 
 

 In the concluding message of Paul to the people of Thessalonica, and following  the  Scripture 
reading for this Sunday (II Thessalonians 3:11-15), Paul admonishes those in the community who were 
so certain the “end was imminent” especially since they were sitting around “gossiping all day”—as Paul 
states it: “not keeping busy—but minding the business of others”.  Perhaps we fall into the same trap 
when we tend to get too caught up in the news of the day and, as a result, the tendency may be to 
forget that the 24-hour news cycle thrives on fear, uncertainty, and doubt. We also tend to do such 
when we focus only on what other people are doing.  Oftentimes, we do not know—or we ignore—all 
the facts of an issue and, as a result, we may fall into a habit of making  quick, or rash, judgments.  
 Notably, minding other people’s business is a convenient way to avoid taking a hard look at our 
own lives.  Paul stresses to the Thessalonians: “Keep quiet and eat your own food…………” Should this 
scenario bring to mind similar happenings at any of the following: dinner table squabbles, school 
cafeterias, workplace lunchrooms or any luncheons-- even at private clubs—perhaps, then, these are 
good places to start taking the advice of St. Paul. 
 Finally, rather than participating in the “isn’t that awful” chorus and similar  sentiments 
expressed  all around us,  this particular passage  may serve as a  reminder for  us to strive to be more 
attentive to the ways in which we can bring our own attitudes—more in line—with the mind of Christ.  
Therefore,  may we strive to  keep in mind that when we extend our efforts  to focus on bringing God’s 
goodness and healing to others, surprisingly, we could— even in our own small way—BEGIN TO 
CHANGE THE WORLD!

 Although “I shall return” are the words of a famous historical figure, those same sentiments are also that 
of Robert Mema, the seminarian who lived, and worked here, for 8 weeks from mid-May to July. On Friday, 
November 4th, I received a phone call from the Personnel Director of the Diocese, informing me that Bishop 
DiMarzio has assigned Robert Mema, recently ordained Deacon, to return to our parish for the final months of his 
preparation for the priesthood. It is also a tribute to our parish community of Resurrection-Ascension that we have 
been selected to assist the seminary as they prepare Robert for his priestly ordination that will take place in June. 
The basic functions of a deacon are: to preach, baptize, and officiate at a marriage ceremony. Please continue to 
extend a warm welcome to “Deacon Robert Mema” as you have done in the past with many others who have 
ministered in this parish for the first time, as well as for those who are fortunate to return for an “ENCORE.”
