    “HOW TRULY GRATEFUL ARE WE?” 
 

                As soon as our children learn to verbally communicate, we [almost instinctively] teach them the magic 
words by suggesting: “now, what do you say?” and, they would answer with the words: “please” and “thank 
you”—just to make sure all the bases are covered.  At the same time, as adults, we usually have a good handle on 
the word, “please “whenever we ask:  “Please get me a__________”; or, “please don’t let________happen.”  As a 
result, we, too, have learned--especially from an early age-- how to ask for what we want/ need. 
                Interestingly, and from another perspective, when we do not sense how to make something happen, our 
next resort may be to call on God.  And once that happens, the possibility exists that we may, also, quickly forget 
that call, or request, and be ready to “score one for the home team”—(in other words, somehow, or other, “WE 
MUST HAVE FIGURED IT OUT!”) Notably, in this weekend’s Gospel concerning the curing of the Samaritan leper, 
Jesus reminds us that all our good comes from God and, at the same time, a simple word or, an expression of 
gratitude, is always an appropriate response.  Surprisingly, as we learn to become a grateful people, we may also, 
[more than likely], discover even further blessings, happenings, or things, for which to express our 
thanks/gratitude. 
  

                Therefore, the Gospel challenges us to ask ourselves the following:  
                                Do we ever take the time to reflect back on each day or, do we just keep moving on? 
                                Do we recognize the healing in our lives or, focus only on the suffering? 
                                Do we realize that we “we could not have done it without God” or, do we attribute our  
    successes to good luck, or even, our OWN HARD WORK? 
                                Do we, like the Samaritan leper in the Gospel, ever make it a habit to express our thanks to God 
    in public praise and by living lives of service? 
                                Do we recognize the Eucharist as our habitual, public praise and thanks to God? 
  

                As a people who are called to live God’s Word, may each celebration of the Eucharist always remind  us 
to give thanks for the gifts of creation, and  redemption, that is ours through Jesus Christ-- as well  as the gifts that 
the Holy Spirit pours out on us.  Finally, since the word “Eucharist” means       “Thanksgiving”, may we  also come 
to a deeper realization that in, and through, the Eucharist, each of us is also called to pause—and take the time to 
reflect—as we  give thanks for the ALL THE GIFTS OF GOD  in our  lives.

As a result, this parish has become the 
recipient of their donated services beginning with the renovation of the ladies’ bathroom.  This project began at 
the beginning of August, and was completed by the end of September.  Since some of the materials had to be 
“custom-made,” and the men involved in the project had full-time jobs, extra time was needed in order to 
satisfactorily complete the project.  A word of “thanks” to our parishioners for their patience, and understanding, 
during the renovation and, in the name of the people of the parish, our sincere “THANKS” AND “GRATITUDE” to 
Mike Mucaria, President, and members of his group  for a much needed, and appreciated improvement.   
 Although most of the labor and materials were donated by the members of The Queensboro Chapter of 
Unico National, please be aware that additional costs were also incurred in order to complete the renovation.  
Therefore, users of this facility, especially, and those who have commented about the vast improvement, are 
welcome to make additional donations, which help to lessen the current gap between reduced revenue, and 
increased expenses.  Your prayerful consideration, and response to this request, will be very much appreciated.

RESPECT LIFE MONTH 
 October is Respect Life Month. Each year, the month of October is observed as “Respect Life Month”. 
During the weekends of October, we will include with our final blessing a blessing for: all babies and children, 
including those not yet born (Oct. 9), all parents, including new, hopeful, and expecting (Oct. 16), and conclude with 
all victims of violence and abuse, and for those who may know victims, that we may be a source of comfort and 
consolation (Oct. 30). 
  Related to “Respect Life”, Pope Francis has also spoken clearly on the need for economic justice in the 
world. For example, evil trade occurs when young women and children are recruited from places all over the world. 
As a result, human traffickers then promise “good jobs” in factories and hotels, or as singers, dancers, and models. 
Part of the salary is paid in advance to the parents and relatives of the young women, who, in turn, may feel 
obligated, therefore resulting in victims of “bonded” labor.  
  It has been documented that “fair trade” is the long-term sustainable vehicle for delivering social and 
economic justice to the “poorest of the poor” by helping them to become independent and self-reliant. Therefore, 
the goal of “fair trade” is to curb human exploitation of every kind and promote the human rights of rural poor and 
workers. It has been suggested that consumers consider purchasing items, such as coffee and chocolate-- which 
are clearly marked, "Fair Trade."
